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Fanfiction Tasks
	The goal of this small group activity is to encourage a little creativity and to help you generate ideas that might lead to possible teaching activities. As you explore the fandom resources take notes on this worksheet and prepare to present your findings to the rest of the class.




Option 1
1. Take a look around the one of the three fanfiction archives listed below. What texts (books, movies, television shows, etc.) that might be interesting or relevant to the learners you work with seem to generate fanfiction? Are there any that don't? What is the difference between those that seem to have an active fanfiction base and those that don't?

1. Based on the above, what kinds of fanfiction seem popular in certain kinds of fandoms? What kinds of language skills might these help your pupils develop? 
2. Brainstorm a fanfiction activity inspired by anything you’ve seen here that might be relevant for your pupils.
Option 2
1. For those working with lower proficiency learners, take a look at the Forum Games threads of the Westeros.org fansite. Read through various threads to get a feel for different types of verbal games being played in this fan space. What types of threaded games do you see that might serve as models for possible activities for your own students? 
2. What language skills do they focus on/what type of language learning might they support for what type (e.g. level) of student?
3. Brainstorm a word-game based activity inspired by anything you’ve seen here that might be relevant for your pupils.
